Major Changes for 2021-2022 - Food Show & Food Challenge
e The theme for 2021-2022 Food Show is Backyard BBQ. All recipes should reflect this theme.

e Food Show/Food Challenge categories are Appetizer, Main Dish, Side Dish, Healthy Dessert.

e Food Show Contest additions include Skill Showcase (all age divisions) and Knowledge Showcase (Int & Sr
only).

e FOOD SHOW: TOP THREE in each age division will advance to District competition.
e FOOD CHALLENGE: TWO teams from each age division will advance to District competition.

All Food Show & Food Challenge contestants must register online via 4Honline 2.0. This can be done anytime
between October 1 and November 12 for a $15.00 contest management fee charged per individual and a $5

registration fee per contest. A late fee of $25.00 will be assessed for registrations between November 13 and
November 19 in addition to the management and registration fees.

This memo will serve as your authorization to travel to D11 Food Show and Food Challenge charging expenses to
your regular monthly travel allowance.
